Tournament System: - 

 
i. The tournament will be played under the Swiss System of league governed by latest FIDE rules of chess. 
ii. Each session will be of 15 minutes + 10 seconds increment from move number 1. 
iii. FIDE Tie break Rule should be applied 
iv. Protest if any, can be made in writing within 10 minutes from the completion of the game along with a protest 

fee of Rs.1500/ which is refundable if protest is upheld. 
v. The decision of Appeals committee will be final and binding to all. 

 

ELIGIBILITY: - 
 

i. Two Players from every affiliated District/Unit of UPCSA who are selected from District Championship/Selection 
Tournament. All the arrears of affiliation fee including current year (2024-25) and other dues (if any) must be 
cleared by the concerned District/Unit prior to submission of entries. District/Units will not be allowed if arrears 
are not cleared. Players participating from district without association have to pay Rs. 1000/- entry fees for the 
tournament. 
ii. Top two players from the previous U.P State U-7, U-9, U-11, U-13, & U17 (Boys & Girls) & top four players from 

previous U.P State U15, U19 & Women & Senior Chess Championship as regular entry. Two players who could not 
participated in their District tournament, as may be nominated by the Hon. Gen. Secretary of UPCSA following the 
recommendation of concerned District Secretary as regular entry. 
 

Accommodation, Food, and Local Excursion arrangement: -  

Free lodging (dormitory) will be provided to all the selected entries and one official manager of respective district 
team. Others and accompanying persons will be charged Rs. 400/- per person. All the players are requested to bring 
their own room locks and baggage clocks. 
Fooding arrangement has been made by the organizer on payment basis, they will provide dinner on 16th October, 
breakfast, lunch, evening tea and dinner on 17th October and breakfast and lunch on 18th October on payment of Rs. 
800/- per head. Local excursion to the religious tourist place Bateshwar is arranged on 17th October evening on nominal 
payment basis 100/- per head.

How to reach: 
Bah is well connected by road and train from different cities.  
By bus or private vehicle: It is situated on state highway SH62. It is around 15 km from Agra-Lucknow 
Expressway. From Delhi, Noida and Lucknow, there are direct bus services for Bah. From Agra there are round-
the-clock regular bus services.  
By train: Bah can be reached by Prayagraj-Bikaner SF Express (Train no. # 12403, 12404). From Agra and 
Etawah, Bah can be reached by local train Agra Cantt-Mainpuri MEMU (Train no. # 01909, 01910).  
The other nearby railway stations are Shikohabad (28 km), Etawah (47 km), Firozabad (58 km). Organisers may 
arrange taxis from all nearby railway stations to venue on nominal payment and pre-request basis.
